(3) NEPIEXOMENO MAGHMATOZ

The course attempts a systematic presentation of the economic goals and objectives of
the state, as well as the means of economic policy by which the state realizes its
economic goals and objectives. According to interventionist economists, the goals of
the state include the optimal distribution of the means of production; the redistribution
of income; the stabilization of the economy; and the adjustment of the rate of growth
to socially desirable levels. To achieve these goals, the state implements fiscal policy
instruments and creates fiscal institutions, such as the state budget, public expenditures,
taxes, public borrowing, and public enterprises.

The course analyzes the goals and means of fiscal intervention in economic activity by
adopting an interdisciplinary approach that sees the economic, social, political,
historical, and cultural dimensions of state intervention in the economy. The analysis
of state action in policy fields, such as social security and environmental protection,
sheds light on the actual impact of state policy instruments in serving the objectives of
society as a whole, which include, among others, efficiency, freedom, justice, and
democracy. Special attention is given to the fiscal institutions that have developed in
Greece and are shaped by the legal and economic framework determined by the
country’s participation in the European Union and the Eurozone, as well as by the
actions of civil society at local, regional, national, and supranational levels.
